What is SCI?

Service Civil International (SCI) is one of the world's largest international volunteering organisations with more then ninety years of experience in coordinating international voluntary projects. Through these projects we help break down barriers and prejudices between people of different social, cultural and national backgrounds and promote a culture of peace.

Background of the Peace Caravan project:

The No-More-War campaign was founded in 2010 to strengthen the values of anti-militarism, non-violence and peace promotion within SCI on the occasion of its 90th anniversary. For this purpose, workcamps have been conducted around the world with extensive study focusing specifically on nonviolence, anti-militarism and pacifism. Besides this, the NMW team has run a series of international trainings and developed education materials on variouis issues connected with peace.

Aims and objectives of the Peace Caravan project:

One of the key questions around the globe today is ”what is the role or the possible impact of non-violence and non-violent action in helping to end violent conflict and build peace?”. 

In the face of many complex and challenging conflicts in the world, where civilians are increasingly the targets and victims of violence, does non-violence have a positive role to play? And what positive role can volunteers and/or international volunteer organisations play to actively promoting a culture of peace and a more peaceful world?

As peace is a broad term, we would like to explore with you what peace actually means. What leads to peace? Where does peace start and end?  And what can we include under the term peace? Does inner peace and “peace with the nature” make part of it? What is the role of natural resources and economy in achieving the state of peace or war? What is the role of the arms industry, power structures and religion in conflicts nowadays?  What is the contemporary role of discrimination, racism and xenophobia in Europe? What are positive initiatives to stop those trends? What can I, as a person, contribute to peace and what can volunteering contribute to peace?

The specific aims of the project are:

1. To promote the presence and the role of young volunteers as positive actors of change in peace-building processes;

2. To promote local and global awareness of the root causes of wars and violence (structural violence, human rights violations, racism, discrimination, economic exploitation, unfair & unequal distribution of wealth, climate change, etc.);

3. To make people believe “a world without army” is possible;

4. To revive non-violent anti-militaristic activism within and out of SCI;

5. To promote knowledge on the history of pacifism and current application of non-violence in conflict areas;

6. To develop the competences of volunteers in peace promotion, conflict transformation, peace-building and intercultural dialogue, as well as other specific competences according to the participants’ needs, related to their role as future peace messengers.

Concept of Preparing for Peace training:

The training will run from Saturday 17th to Saturday 24th March 2012. Based on the banks of Loch Lomond, the training will use non-formal learning methods, such as group work, role play, film & media and discussion, in addition to formal input. At each stage, the training will be participatory and inclusive of all abilities, backgrounds and cultures. The group will share cooking, eating and living as part of the international learning experience. The training intends to inspire, inform and provide attitudinal change, as well as practical skills for the participants which will enable the Peace Caravan to tour Europe.

Financial and practical conditions of participation:

All costs of the programme (including food, accommodation, internal travel) will be covered by SCI and 70% of international travel costs will be reimbursed. There is no additional registration fee.
